As 
he rode along, people kept spreading their cloaks on the road. As he was now approaching 
the path down from the Mount of Olives, the whole multitude of the disciples began to 
praise God joyfully with a loud voice for all the deeds of power that they had seen, saying, 
 
“Blessed is the king 
who comes in the name of the Lord! 
 

Peace in heaven, 

The Sunday of the Passion, also known as Palm Sunday, is filled with the tension of paradox. It combines the  
triumphant entry of Jesus Christ into the Holy City of Jerusalem with the reading of the Passion narrative.  
The day’s liturgy calls us again to the great Paschal mystery that is begun in this service. We are called to conversion 
and transformation in the worship of Holy Week, each liturgy increasing in solemnity, and building this tension to its 
climax in the celebration of the Great Vigil of Easter.  
 
Despite the various characteristics of the services of Holy Week, there is only one mystery being celebrated: Jesus’ 
Passover from death to life. Therefore, these liturgies should not be compartmentalized, but rather seen as an overall 
narrative of the person, ministry and Gospel of Jesus Christ. It might be helpful to imagine Holy Week as a parish 
retreat with the single theme of the Gospel at its core.

Help us to maintain our prayer intercession list. 

 
The personal and collective intercessions we make asking our Lord to intercede in our lives and on 
behalf of others are a central aspect of our private and common worship. At St. John’s we have  
always made an aural reading of our prayer list a part of our regular services. However, there comes 
with this an important responsibility to maintain it as current and accurate. To accomplish this we 
are asking our community to take that personal responsibility to heart in the following way: 
 

We ask everyone to please let us know when someone should be added, removed, or  
otherwise amended on our prayer list. This is accomplished best by either dropping a note in the 
collection plate or by emailing or calling the parish secretary at (631) 283-0549 or  
secretary@stjohnsouthampton.org. 
 

To avoid a name being orphaned on the prayer list names will be removed after 60 days of being 
added, unless the parish secretary is contacted to extend that time for another 60 days. 
 

Of course, there is no limit to the number of persons we will faithfully include on our  
prayer list, nor a limit to the duration we will intercede on their behalf. This policy is to take special 

care in maintaining the names we bring before the Throne of Grace in prayer each time we gather together.

The palms used today will become the ashes used in the Ash Wednesday liturgy next year, highlighting how the vani-
ties of those who would proclaim Jesus as merely an earthly king are brought to naught. The procession, a practice 
dating from at least the 3rd century in the Church, is a dramatic portrayal of the people’s acclamation of Christ as 
that earthly Messiah. In the Middle Ages the procession would include a life-size statue of Jesus mounted on a real 
donkey. Any awkwardness you might feel in the procession is efficacious, given that Christ’s entrance was soon an 
awkward memory for his followers when the true nature of His kingship became revealed.

The Gospel     Luke 23:1-49 
The assembly of the elders of the people rose as a body and brought Jesus before Pilate. 
They began to accuse him, saying, “We found this man perverting our nation, forbidding us 
to pay taxes to the emperor, and saying that he himself is the Messiah, a king.” Then Pilate 
asked him, “Are you the king of the Jews?” He answered, “You say so.” Then Pilate said to 
the chief priests and the crowds, “I find no basis for an accusation against this man.” But 
they were insistent and said, “He stirs up the people by teaching throughout all Judea, from 
Galilee where he began even to this place.” 
 

When Pilate heard this, he asked whether the man was a Galilean. And when he learned 
that he was under Herod's jurisdiction, he sent him off to Herod, who was himself in  
Jerusalem at that time. When Herod saw Jesus, he was very glad, for he had been wanting 
to see him for a long time, because he had heard about him and was hoping to see him  
perform some sign. He questioned him at some length, but Jesus gave him no answer. The 
chief priests and the scribes stood by, vehemently accusing him. Even Herod with his  
soldiers treated him with contempt and mocked him; then he put an elegant robe on him, 
and sent him back to Pilate. That same day Herod and Pilate became friends with each  
other; before this they had been enemies. 
 

Pilate then called together the chief priests, the leaders, and the people, and said to them, 
“You brought me this man as one who was perverting the people; and here I have 
examined him in your presence and have not found this man guilty of any of your charges 
against him. Neither has Herod, for he sent him back to us. Indeed, he has done nothing to 
deserve death. I will therefore have him flogged and release him.” 
 

Then they all shouted out together, “Away with this fellow! Release Barabbas for us!” (This 
was a man who had been put in prison for an insurrection that had taken place in the city, 
and for murder.) Pilate, wanting to release Jesus, addressed them again; but they kept 
shouting, “Crucify, crucify him!” A third time he said to them, “Why, what evil has he 
done? I have found in him no ground for the sentence of death; I will therefore have him  
 
flogged and then release him.” But they kept urgently demanding with loud shouts that he 
should be crucified; and their voices prevailed. So Pilate gave his verdict that their  
demand should be granted. He released the man they asked for, the one who had been put 
in prison for insurrection and murder, and he handed Jesus over as they wished. 
 

As they led him away, they seized a man, Simon of Cyrene, who was coming from the 
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The people kneel or stand. 
 

The Celebrant continues 
We acclaim you, holy Lord, glorious in power. Your mighty works reveal your wisdom and 
love. You formed us in your own image, giving the whole world into our care, so that, in 
obedience to you, our Creator, we might rule and serve all your creatures. When our  
disobedience took us far from you, you did not abandon us to the power of death. In your 
mercy you came to our help, so that in seeking you we might find you. Again and again you 
called us into covenant with you, and through the prophets you taught us to hope for  
salvation. 
 

Father, you loved the world so much that in the fullness of time you sent your only Son to 
be our Savior. Incarnate by the Holy Spirit, born of the Virgin Mary, he lived as one of us, 
yet without sin. To the poor he proclaimed the good news of salvation; to prisoners,  
freedom; to the sorrowful, joy. To fulfill your purpose he gave himself up to death; and, 
rising from the grave, destroyed death, and made the whole creation new. 
 

And, that we might live no longer for ourselves, but for him who died and rose for us, he 
sent the Holy Spirit, his own first gift for those who believe, to complete his work in the 
world, and to bring to fulfillment the sanctification of all. 
 

When the hour had come for him to be glorified by you, his heavenly Father, having loved 
his own who were in the world, he loved them to the end; at supper with them he took 
bread, and when he had given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, and 
said, “Take, eat: This is my Body, which is given for you. Do this for the remembrance of 
me.” 
 

After supper he took the cup of wine; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, 
and said, “Drink this, all of you. This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for 
you and for many for the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the  
remembrance of me.”

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country, and they laid the cross on him, and made him carry it behind Jesus. A great num-
ber of the people followed him, and among them were women who were beating their 
breasts and wailing for him. But Jesus turned to them and said, “Daughters of Jerusalem, 
do not weep for me, but weep for yourselves and for your children. For the days are  
surely coming when they will say, ‘Blessed are the barren, and the wombs that never bore, 
and the breasts that never nursed.’ Then they will begin to say to the mountains, ‘Fall on 
us’; and to the hills, ‘Cover us.’ For if they do this when the wood is green, what will  
happen when it is dry?” 
 

Two others also, who were criminals, were led away to be put to death with him. When 
they came to the place that is called The Skull, they crucified Jesus there with the criminals, 
one on his right and one on his left. Then Jesus said, “Father, forgive them; for they do not 
know what they are doing.” And they cast lots to divide his clothing. And the  
people stood by, watching; but the leaders scoffed at him, saying, “He saved others; let him 
save himself if he is the Messiah of God, his chosen one!” The soldiers also mocked him, 
coming up and offering him sour wine, and saying, “If you are the King of the Jews, save 
yourself!” There was also an inscription over him, “This is the King of the Jews.” 
 

One of the criminals who were hanged there kept deriding him and saying, “Are you not 
the Messiah? Save yourself and us!” But the other rebuked him, saying, “Do you not fear 
God, since you are under the same sentence of condemnation? And we indeed have been 
condemned justly, for we are getting what we deserve for our deeds, but this man has done 
nothing wrong.” Then he said, “Jesus, remember me when you come into your kingdom.” 
He replied, “Truly I tell you, today you will be with me in Paradise.” 
 

It was now about noon, and darkness came over the whole land until three in the  
afternoon, while the sun’s light failed; and the curtain of the temple was torn in two. Then 
Jesus, crying with a loud voice, said, “Father, into your hands I commend my spirit.” Hav-
ing said this, he breathed his last. When the centurion saw what had taken place, he praised 
God and said, “Certainly this man was innocent.” And when all the crowds who had gath-
ered there for this spectacle saw what had taken place, they returned home,  
beating their breasts. But all his acquaintances, including the women who had followed him 
from Galilee, stood at a distance, watching these things.
