All Saints’ Day, also known as All Hallows' Day or Hallowmas, is the day after All Hallows'
Eve (Hallowe'en), celebrated on 1st November by Anglicans and Roman Catholics. It is an
opportunity for believers to remember all saints and martyrs, known and unknown,
throughout Christian history. Remembering saints and martyrs and dedicating a specific
day to them each year has been a Christian tradition since the 4th century AD, but it
wasn't until 609 that a day was dedicated to remember all martyrs. Originally 13th May
was designated as the Feast of All Holy Martyrs, but later, in 837, the festival was
extended to remember all the saints and its name changed to the Feast of All Saints and
the date changed to 1st November.

All Souls’ Day, in contrast, is celebrated in the Church of England and the rest of the
Anglican Communion including the Episcopal Church as The Commemoration of the
Faithful Departed, and is an extension of the observance of All Saints’ Day to remember
all those who have died. It marks the second day of Allhallowtide. All Souls Day is a time
when we individually remember those who have died. The prayers appointed for that day
remind us that we are joined with the Communion of Saints, that great group of
Christians who have finished their earthly life and with whom we share the hope of
resurrection from the dead.

Its revival in Anglicanism was begun by the need to help members of the Church mourn

the deaths of millions of soldiers in World War I. There is a devotional society with the

Anglican communion call the Guild of All Souls, founded in 1873, to pray for the dying
and the dead, to participate in a requiem of All Souls” Day and to say the Litany of the
Faithful Departed.
