N.B., A PRAYER TO BE USED AT SEA.
Taken from the 1789 U. S. Book of Common Prayer

O ETERNAL Lord God, who alone spreadest out the heavens, and rulest the raging of the sea; who hast
compassed the waters with bounds, until day and night come to an endy Be pleased to receive into thy Al-
mighty and most gracious protection, the persons of us thy servants, and the Fleet [or Ship] in which we
serve. Preserve us from the dangers of the sea, and from the violence of the enemy; that we may be a safe-
guard unto the United States of America, and a security for such as pass on the seas upon their lawful occa-
sions; that the inbabitants of our land may in peace and quietness serve thee onr Gody and that we may
return in safety to enjoy the blessings of the land, with the fruits of onr labour; and, with a thankful remenm-
brance of thy mercies, to praise and glorify thy holy Namse; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

This prayer is nearly identical to the 1662 Church of England BCP with the exception that the reference to

the United States of America being replaced with “onr Sovereign Lord/ Lady the King/ Queen and their
realms and peoples.”

A lesson taken from the letter of Saint Paul to the Romans. The seventh chapter beginning
at the fifteenth verse.

I do not understand my own actions. For I do not do what I want, but I do the very thing I
hate. Now if I do what I do not want, I agree that the law is good. But in fact it is no longer
I that do it, but sin that dwells within me. For I know that nothing good dwells within me,
that is, in my flesh. I can will what is right, but I cannot do it. For I do not do the good I
want, but the evil I do not want is what I do. Now if I do what I do not want, it is no
longer I that do it, but sin that dwells within me.

So I find it to be a law that when I want to do what is good, evil lies close at hand. For I
delight in the law of God in my inmost self, but I see in my members another law at war
with the law of my mind, making me captive to the law of sin that dwells in my members.
Wretched man that I am! Who will rescue me from this body of death? Thanks be to God
through Jesus Christ our Lord!
