Of course, 
there is no limit to the number of persons we will faithfully include on our prayer list, nor a limit to 
the duration we will intercede on their behalf. This policy is to take special care in maintaining the

A Reading from the Book of Exodus. 
 

Moses was keeping the flock of his father-in-law Jethro, the priest of Midian; he led his 
flock beyond the wilderness, and came to Horeb, the mountain of God. There the angel of 
the Lord appeared to him in a flame of fire out of a bush; he looked, and the bush was 
blazing, yet it was not consumed.
