Please Join Us for Adult Sunday School and Sunday Worship Services 
this Advent! 

 

During the four-week season of Advent this year, we will make a few exciting changes to 
our regular worship schedule.  During these four weeks (11/30, 12/7, 12/14, and 12/21), 
St. John's will offer an adult Sunday school class at 10:00 followed by our regular morning 
worship service at 11:00. We will serve coffee and refreshments both during Sunday School 
and also after church. As for our Sunday school class, we will spend the first three weeks 
looking at how each of the four Gospels differently tell (or not tell!) the story of Jesus's 
birth.
